A I did. At the time, I didn't. I just
stayed up all night with -- with her at the hospital and
then home and tried to make it as easy for her as
possible, but no.

Q You went to the doctor, Dr. Nakanishi,
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about a month later. What was going on that led up to
your going to Dr. Nakanighi‘for yourself?

A Well, initially, I had some pain in the --
in the back, the lower back, and a little bit up in
here, and I kind of halfway expected it, but I could
move and everything, and I just -- I just didn't want to
Wery about getting a checkup when she was getting taken
care of, so I just stayed with her.

And the checkup was -- I forget the exact
date, but I Went to -- I went to see Dr. Nakanisbi;

I still have, I guess they
call it, the lumbar -- back pain in the lower back and
pronounced -- more pronounced on the left side. And

basically it doesn't keep me from doing things totally,
but it makes it difficult. Like, I have to lift Maureen

in and cut of the car and things like that, and I have
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to help her get up in the morning, and it's -- it's a
little bit awkward. I have to be careful that I don'r.
hurt myself to the point where I end up where I can't
help ﬁer, but I have managed, now, pretty good.

| Q How often do you experience the pain and
how bad is it?

A Depends on if I am driving anywhere or
sitting anyplace a long -- prolonged time. The pain
will start taking over. Just like yesterday, sitting
over there yesterday afternoon, it just started to get
painful.

Q Did you do any exercises before, just
general jogging or stay-in-shape exercises before the
accident?

- A Yeah. I used to jog, I used to lift
weights, I used to do some swimming, and all of the --
you know --

Q Are you able to do all those things now?
Does the back permit that?

A I can't -- I can't run, but most of the
other things -- I can 1lift wéights -- not the big ones,
you know -- little weights just to keep the muscles
toned. I find by keeping the muscles toned that it's
less likely to incur injury, less_likely to get a

strain.
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Q Are you taking medicine to help with the
pain?

A I take 500-milligram Tylenol, about one a
day..'I try not to take more than one a day, but one a

day seems to help me, takes the edge off.

Q Who is doing the cooking, the laundry, and
the cleaning and all those type of chores around the
house now?

A Right now, and since this accident, it's
been left pretty much up to me. And -- I get up in the
morning and fix her breakfast, bring her a cup of tea,
get her fed, and then I try to help her get bathed and
freshened up and changed, and then I go ahead and --
maybe not every day, but I try to get her bedding
changed at least once a day.l_Aﬁd it depends on whether
she does a lot of perspiring or not. So I do the
cleaning and everything else.

Q . What does your day.consist of now with
Maureen in terms of after you get her up and groomed and
bathed?

A Well, right now, the whole day just
consists of taking care of her. After -;'after morning,
I fix her lunch, and occasionally I don't have to cook
it, but -+ you know, I mean, a light lunch, and try to

give her a decent dinner, because she needs the --
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Q Does she stay out of bed the whole day,
typically?
A It's -- I hate to answer that, but I have

to, I'know, but it's an awkward answer, because she
doesn't like to watch television. She likes to read.
And she will sit, you know, in bed, with the pillows
propped up in her back, and she can sit and read longer
than anybody I've ever seen. She does enjoy reading.

Q Does she take naps?

A She takes -- yéah. She takes one or two,
generally one, in the middle of the afternoon. And she
helps me get her cleaned up. And it's hard to take a
shower but --

Q She mentioned something about a new bed or
something you had before this accident. Did you share
the same master bedroom before the accident?

A Well, the house is set up with a master
bedroom and a bed -- a bed that needed to be changed,
and she decided she wanted to put a new bed in, and she
bought a queen-size bed that was probably as high as
this. I don't know how high they are, but they are
fairly high, and she couldn't maneuver getting in and
out.

Q Is that after the accident?

A After the accident, she could not get in
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and out of it anymore. And she tried a couple times,
and it scared her. Aand you could see why, because
it's -- if she misses, it's -- you know, it's gonna
really tear up her back.

So what we did temporarily -- we are going.
to get another bed for that, but we just moved into the
two smaller bedrooms and -- you know, we're right next
to each other, so if she needs help all she has to do is
holler, and in the middle of the night I can go right'
over and help her. We talk, you know, at nightoand

everything, so --

Q So you moved out of the master bedroom
and --
A Yeah. Had to move out of it.

Q Does she have a bathroom right off her
bedroom s¢ she can -- |

A Yeah. There is a bathroom.

Q- - Is she able to get the wheelchair in and
out of the bedroom?

A It won't go in and out of the bedreoom, but
it's only a couple of steps, then she can get in it, and
from that point on she can maneuver it. But the problem
there is the carpeting tends to make it difficult, so
she's got to be real careful, and.qenerally she will

wait for me to go ahead and wheel her in.
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Q After you get her in the wheelchair, where
do you take her,'typical}y, during the day? From her
bedroom to where?

A Up to the kitchen, to a large kitchen. I
take her up there. Or if she wants to watch the news or
something like that I'll take her and put her in the
den. It's pretty free to get back and forth to those
areas.

Q Do you have a‘van or any ramp to assist
you in getting her around?

A I have given it some consideration, and we
hope that we won't need it, but it is =-- it is difficult
for her to push it around.

Q How about any ramps on the house, to make
the house, I guéss, handicap --

A The level -- the house is at ground level,
so we don't need that.

Q . With respect to your getting along in that
house, is she able to get upstairs anymore, on the
second level?

A She's been up there once. I seem to
recall that I helped her up because she wanted to get up
and see it and --

Q Once since 19997

A Once, yeah.
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Q. How does your back condition affect your
ability to care for her?

A It does make it difficult because of the
pain, and a lot of the things that I could do before I
can't do. A man hates to feel useless, but it does --
it does make you -- you feel upset that you can't do
more to help her.

Q Have you considered some assisted living
arrangements, an assisted living community?

A As a matter of fact, yes, we looked at a

couple of datalogs or magazines that have them listed in

different areas to see if ﬁhere is an area that we like
and that scrt of thing. We have pfetty much said we're
gonna try, becaﬁse we want to -- we want to stay where
we're at. We're gonna try and make it work where we're
at. And then, if that gets beyond, then be ready to --
we will have ourselves a place picked out.

Q You will séll your home?

A At least we will start =-- have everything
organized to do it.

Q - How long have you owned the home that you
are in now?

A Actually, 1981, we have been in it. We
owned it -- bought it in 1972 and.f- but then I was in

the navy, and I got orders out, so we left it and rented

A It was probably about three, maybe four.
Q And how long after the accident was it

that you noticed your tooth was broken, approximately?

Was it a day, a month?
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A I noticed it right away, and I mentioned
it to them.

Q You noticed it right away, right after the
accident?

subsequent accident, on August 20th of '99, correct?

A Yeah. Thét was a weird one. VYes.

MR. HALLORAN: Your Honor, I cited three
cases: the fourth circuit case, obviously, for the
authority that punitive damages are ‘awardable; I believe
the other three cases‘were pretty clear hit-and-runs.

The one was in Montana, out West, where
the defendant said he blew a tire and he didn't know
that he hit the plaintiff and so forth, but he was
caught scme miles down the road, and all he had is the
hit and run.

The other was an old case with a wagon
where it ran over somebody and the person driving the
wagon took off.

And the Florida case was one where there
was a hit and run. I think the fellow ran out of gas
and was finally apprehended, and they were pretty muéh

hit and run alone.

In this case, we have more than either the-

fourth circuit case or these other three cases. We have

a severe impact with no evidence of slowing down or

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attempting to stop. We have an individual who came up
and repeatedly was told of injuries, who observed
injuries firsthand, an individual who had a motive that
he reflected in his statements, he didn't want the
police called, which is -- you could obviously infer he
was putting his interest in not being apprehended for
something to leave Mrs. Isaacs and Mr. Isaacs in the
distress that they were in, and then he not only
attempts to leave, he gets away, which causes the other
headaches that you can imagine in terms of
investigations and trying to get to the facts behind the

accident and so forth. And he's never apprehended,

which makes it even, I guess, punitive. If you want to

punish somebody, it ought to be the fellow that gets
away with this in its entirety.

And he commits a Class VI felony in the
process, in violation of 46.2-894 of the Code of
Virginia. I don't think this Court can condone a felony
under these circumstances when the man obviously knew
what was happening and put his interests ahead of the
plaintiffs'.

MR. DAVIS: He keeps talking about a
felony. There hasn't been any conviction of a felony.
And whether or not that would constitute a felony is

very probiematical, as the Court well knows.
