As always and once again, thanks for your counsel and assistance. As we 
discussed, the University of South Carolina wishes Chief Justice Rehnquist to 
participate in the extraordinary occasion relating to our commencement 
activities this spring. Any encouragement and support you could lend to his 
staff an~or should the Justice be able to reinforce the invitation,~ would be 
appreciated tremendously by Dr. Holderman, the University and myself. 

Here are the details: 

o Senator Thurmond will approach the Chief Justice. 

o The University of South Carolina would like to invite the Chief Justice 
to speak to our graduate convocation on Friday afternoon, May 11th. This 
ceremony honors our graduates from law, medicine, business, as well as our 
doctorates in all other fields and is their forn.al hooding ceremony. The 
ceremony would be held on the beautiful and historic Horseshoe at the 
University of South Carol i na, an idyllic setting of learning and inspiration 
as the graduates go forth with the highest degree the University offers. 

o We then wish the Chief Justice and Mrs. Rehnquist, if available, to 
spend the night at the President's house at the University. The Chief Justice 
w~d receive a~ee from the University the next day at the 
undergraduate Commencement ceremony . The President and Mrs. Bush and the 
composer, Andrew Lloyd Weber, are the other degree recipients. 

o Senator Thurmond was responsible for gett j_ng the President to Columbia, 
and would hope that the Chief Justice could accept the invitation as a 
magnificent event in the life of our University as well as our Country in 
honoring the President and the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court on the same 
day, with the United States Senator on the stage as well. 

o Following the undergraduate ceremony on Saturday, May 12th, a special 
performance centered around Mr. Andrew Lloyd Weber's work with the honored

o Then, late that afternoon, the Chief Justice would be free to stay in 
Columbia or to go wherever. The University would provide transportation of the 
Chief Justice to and from the event to any location he desired. 

o The University is grateful for the Chief Justice's consideration of this 
request.

This special sitting of the Court is held 
today to receive the Commission of the newly 
appointed Associate Justice of the Supreme 
Court of the United States, David Hackett 
Souter. The Court now recognizes the 
Attorney General of the United States, Mr.

Mr. Chief Justice and may it please the 
Court, I have the Commission which has been 
issued to the Honorable David Hackett Souter 
as an Associate Justice of the Supreme Court 
of the United States. The Commission has 
been duly signed by the President of the 
United States and attested by me as the 
Attorney General of the United States. I 
move that the Clerk read the Commission and 
that it be made part of the permanent records 
of this Court. 

Thank you, Mr. Attorney General, your motion 
is granted. Mr. Clerk, will you please read 
the Commission? 

[William Matthews steps forward, takes the 
Commission and hands it to the Clerk, Joseph 
Spaniol. The Attorney General will remain at 
the lectern while the Clerk reads the 
Commission.

I, David Hackett Souter, do solemnly swear 
that ! will administer justice without 
respect to persons and do equal right to the 
poor and to the rich and that I will 
fnithfully and impartially discharge and 
perform all the duties incumbent upon me as 
Associate Justice of the Supreme Court of the 
United States according to the best of my 
abilities and understanding, agreeably to the 
Constitution and laws of the United States, 
so help me God. 

Justice Souter, on behalf of all the members 
of the Court, it is a pleasure to extend to 
you a very warm welcome as an Associate 
Justice of the Court and to wish for you a 
long and happy career in our common calling.
