Residents and Lot Owners of Belmont Park Estates: 

Enclosed for your review are copies of minutes for community and board meetings held throughout the 
past quarter. Also included is a sti.mmary of Fairfax County's nominations to the Comprehensive Plan 
Amendments for Mason Neck. Of particular importance to our community is Item 97-IV-19LP, tlte 
provision of sewer witllout restriction to the Gunston-Wiley subdivision on Belmont Boulevard. This 
sewer line is adjacent to property owned by the largest landowner on Mason Neck. Although designated 
solely for the use of Gunston-Wiley, it is expected that this landowner will demand and receive access to 
the sewer line via the court system. Copies of tlle complete Comprehensive Plan are available from each 
supervisor's office. 

In response to the recent spate of rabid animal attacks in Fairfax County, all citizens arc advised to take 
precautions to protect tllemselves and tlleir pets against this letllal disease. Learn to recognize rabid 
behavior and, above all, inoculate pets. The Fairfax County Department of Animal Control will conduct a 
bi-monthly, reduced -cost rabies inoculation clinic on Sunday, September 14, from noon until 2:00P.M., 
at the Fairfax County Government Center, 12000 Government Center Park.\vay in Fairfax. Fees will 
range from $4 to $6 per animal. For more information about the clinic, call the Fairfax County Animal 
Shelter at 830-1100. 

Under separate cover, you will receive copies of the interrogatories regarding the Stepp-Edwards lawsuit 
prepared by both plaintiffs and defendants. Altllough details cannot be discussed \vitlt each individual, 
these responses will provide each lot owner infonnation pertinent to the case. The expense of copying and 
mailing this package was met by private donations. 

The next general meeting of the membership of BBCA, Inc. is scheduled for Monday, October 27, 7:30 
P.M., at tlle Lorton Community Library. Further cleaning of underbrush and trash in the Park area will 
be discussed. Any such project would commence after the weather turns cold and snakes go into 
hibernation.

TREASURER'S REPORT: Nancy Arnold in absence of Frits Vandenberg 
Vandenberg will: l) prepare 1997-98 budget for presentation at nex1 general membership meeting and 2) 
update computerized membership log previously prepared by immediate past treasurer Ed Seara. Upon 
completion, members who have not yet paid annual 1996-97 dues will be renotified. Goeller will assist in 
paperwork. 

Goeller will ask Terry Munro to audit treasury books for 1996-97. 

Motion approved to request a maximum of $200.00 from the Legal Defense Fund to pay one outstanding 
bill for approximately $150.00 from attorney Tolchin for July. Vandenberg ,,;ll clarify exact amount. 

Motion approved to pay $240.00 for two completed grass mo\\ings at park. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS: Park - Andy Beard 
Beard will ask grass company for insurance certificate and instruct them to cease mowing during draught 
conditions. Mowing will proceed when weather improves. 

Discussion on the need for defining park guidelines included the follO\\ing topics: trash removal, lock-up 
after use, noise curfew, notification of intended use for private functions. Goeller will compile ideas for 
presentation at next general membership meeting. 

The need for clearing of underbrush at park is recognized. Resident clean-up day to be plmmed for cooler 
weather to avoid snakes. 

Beard still pw:suing gravel for Rio Vista. Both volunteer and county fire departments have been contacted 
requesting letters to the county on the community's behalf, stressing the importance of easy access to 
beach area. No response to date. 

OLD BUSINESS: 
Legal issue: on the recommendation of attorney Tolchin, motion approved to provide all residents and lot 
owners with copies of Interrogatories and Requests for Production of Documents prepared by both the 
plaintiffs (Stepp!Edwards) and the defendants (BBCA, Inc.). Packets will be hand-delivered where 
practical, and where the delivery and receipt of such unposted materials has traditionally proceeded 
wtchallenged Packets will be otherwise mailed, copying and postage to be paid by private donations. A 
brief cover letter will accompany mailing. 

Tolchin advised that a board response to Frank Rapuano's letter of 6-24-97 to all members of the board of 
directors expressing his opinions on lawsuit is unnecessary. 

Court date for Stepp/Edwards lawsuit scheduled for three days. beginning 2-23-98. 
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Depositions from plaintiffs Ralph and Patricia Edwards scheduled for 8-19-97 at the law office of 
Matthew Clary, attorney for the trustees. Gail and Marie Stepp scheduled for 8-20-97. 

NEW BUSINESS: 
Gunston-Wiley Sewer: approval of pump and haul solution to relieve the problems of failing septic 
systems was defeated by a vote of 14 to 15. Although current thinking would attempt to restrict sewers 
solely to the Gunston-Wiley subdivision, county attorneys advise that such restrictions are not legally 
viable. Zoning will become the primary issue once sewer lines are operative. It is the consensus of the 
present board that any solution to Gunston-Wiley's sewage problems be consistent with current zoning. A 
letter to Supervisor Hyland will state such position. The sewer/zoning issue will appear as an agenda item 
at the next general membership meeting. 

BBCA, Inc. was provided a copy of a letter from attorney Jack Knowles to Delegate Linda Puller 
requesting clarification as to which organizations are subject to mandatory membership regulations and 
fees as set forth in the Virginia Property Owners' Association Act. Rewording of the original act, dating 
to 1991, appears to eliminate the exemption from filing annual reports with attendant fees to the Virginia 
Real Estate Board heretofore obtained for small owners' associations by the Fairfax County Federation of 
Citizens Association. No answer from Puller to date. Copies of Knowles' letter may be obtained upon 
request. 

In response to several complaints received on the extensi\'e tree-clearing currently underway on Mason 
Neck, the board will research ownership oflots in question. If part of Belmont Park Estates, and in 
accordance with recent precedent, a letter will be sent to the owner requesting site plans and a check for 
compliance with county regulations and community covenants. A copy of the letter will be filed with 
appropriate county office. 

Gene Lear will conduct update of subdivision lot owners and current addresses. Information reportedly 
available at county library. 

With the recent rise in frequency of rabid animal attacks in Fairfax County and the report of the 
possibility of rabies in our own area, the board wishes to reiterate the county's call for caution and 
common sense in dealing with all wild animals and with domestic animals that appear sick or debilitated. 
Do not attempt to deal with these animals on your own, but rather call the proper authorities from animal 
control for assistance. Of course, the need to inoculate all pets is basic to the prevention of the spread of 
this deadly disease. 

The board would like to extend a warm welcome to new neighbors Maureen Scofield and her 7-year-old 
son. Raymond. Raymond will attend first grade at Gunston Elementary School in September.

The Task Force was created to make recommendation for 
comprehensive plan, identify land uses for low density development, find ways to protect Mason 
Neck in environmental and historical ways. Cluster development was currently limited to 45,000 
sq ft lot minimum with one acre for development and one acre for open space. There currently 
was discussion with a major developer for an exchange of land to meet environmental 
requirements. There had also been discussion regarding an approximate 50 acre retreat. 

George Arnold had indicated that Gunston Wiley subdivision had plans to petition the county for 
sewer rather than pump and haul system. 

Mike Polifko indicated that Tom Davis had stated that he was optimistic about moving Lorton 
prison within five years.

Dear Home and Lot Owners of Belmont Park Estates; 

Thank you for your support ·of the Association -and the Board during this 
past year. I am also encouraged by the strength of the incoming membership dues. 
As I am sure you know, much of our time was used to deal with the legal actions 
brought by two families in the community against both the Trustees and the 
Association. It is our hope these issues will be resolved in the very near 
future. With this in mind, I would like to briefly discuss the important 
accomplishment last year and explain why the Board is unable to respond to all 
correspondence concerning the legal action. 

During the October General Community Meeting it was agreed that the 1974 
bylaws are the bylaws of Belmont Bay Community Association, Incorporated. These 
are the bylaws that the Membership and Board will honor until appropriately 
amended by vote at a General Community Meeting. 

This was important because several members feel the 1974 bylaws are 
outdated and lacked covering numerous issues that are found in more modern 
community association bylaws. During Board and Community Meetings the bylaws 
h"ave been extensively debated. Although some members may desire the B~ard 
operate under more updated bylaws, the October, 1996 General Membership Meeting 
made it clear that the Board will work with only the requirements imposed by the 
1974 bylaws. 

I must remind all Members that bylaws can be amended. These amendments 
must and will only occur during the General Membership Meetings. For the 
upcoming meeting you have been notified that your participation is requested for 
a vote to amend the bylaws to account for the name change caused by the Community 
vote to incorporate. The name on the bylaws will change from Belmont Bay 
Co~~unity Associates to Belmont Bay Community Association, Incorporated. Some 
slight wording changes recommended by the Association's attorney are also part 
of the bylaw amendments. You were previously sent this information. 

In regard to the legal action and correspondence brought by the Edwards' 
and Stepp's, I feel the need to explain why I have been unable to always keep you 
informed on the issues and status, or respond to the charges and counter­
allegations you •ve received by mail. The allegations charged and remedies 
demanded, as stated in the original complete legal documents by the plaintiffs, 
required both the Trustees and Association to obtain legal council. By virtue 
of the legal action, the plaintiffs desire the issues be resolved by the courts. 
It is therefore not prudent to debate the issues without benefit of legal advice. 
This obviously incurs higher attorney costs that must be covered by the 
Association. The Board and Trustees have thus agreed with their respective 
attorneys to not comment on the case in an open public forum. I am confident 
that when the full truth is presented, you will agree that both the Trustees and 
Board are fully justified in defending against the legal action. 

If you are concerned about a specific accusation concerning the conduct of 
the Association, Board Member, or Trustee I suggest you notify any current Board 
Member of your concern. It would be helpful if these can be addressed in 
writing. We will make every attempt to provide a balanced perspective, 
minimizing speculation. 

In review, I look forward to seeing everyone at the June 6th meeting. The 
Board and Trustees have always encouraged everyone's active participation in the 
Association to work towards the benefit of the community. The best way to know 
what is going on is to be an active participant.

Dear Residents and Property Owners: 

Two resident families, the Stepps and Edwards. (plaintiffs) have filed a lawsuit against Belmon Bay 
Community Association. Inc. (BBCA. Inc.) and the Trustees (Mr. Jim Foster, Mr. Gene Lear an Ms. 
CarolAnn \Vright). Each resident and lot O\mer of Belmont Bay Park Estates is also being sued 
because of our beneficial rights to th~ park property. Although the plaintiffs objected, the court or ered 
public notice be provided of these legal actions. Unfortunately, they have decided it is in thei best 
interest to provide the minimum legal notice. serYing 10 members of the community and plac ng a 
notice in a local newspaper. 

Belmont Bay Community Association. Inc. wants every resident and lot owner of Belmont ParkE tates. 
Subdivision to be informed of this action. to understand the nature of the charges and to ha e an 
opportunity to respond these charges. We have retained an attorney, Ed Tolchin, ofFenmann, Tol hin, 
and Majors, to defend the association, the residents and lot-owners and to protect our commu ity's 
mutual interest. 

In summary, the plaintiffs suit asks the court to: find that Gail Stepp is a trustee rather than Carol Ann 
\Vright; remove Jim Foster, Marvin Lear. as Trustees; appoint new trustees; require the unanimous vote 
of trustees on any actions: give trustees sole power over park property; abolish Belmont Bay 
Community Association. Inc.; recognize the former association of Belmont Bay Community Asso iates 
as the association of the community: that BBCAI account for and pay over all dues to Belmont Bay 
Community Associates: and reimbursement of legal cost and of course damages. 

BBCA, Inc.'s position is that it is a shame that the Stepps and Edwards are pursuing this lawsui and 
thus pining neighbor against neighbor. We read constantly that we live in a too litigious society and 
it unfortunately appears to be true. We want you to be aware of several points. 

First, we want to be clear that our books and records are always available for any resident or pro erty 
owners' inspection. These books and records are maintained by our elected members. Marie S epp, 
for example. was B"BCA.Inc.'s treasurer from 1994 to 1995 and maintained its financial records. and 
Ralph Edwards \Vas the recording secretary during that time period and maintained the me ting 
minutes. 

Second. the Stepps' and Edwards' demand that the Court revive Belmont Bay Community Assoc ates 
is senseless. Belmont Bay Community Associates \Vas formed about 1974 to serve as a vehicle fo the 
community's residents and property owners to decide matters by majority vote which affected a l of 
them. The primary objective of the Associates was to allow all of us a say in the governance o the 
Bay park area. \Vhi1e that activity clearly was the primary concern of the Belmont Bay Comm~nity 
Associates .. the Associates also serYed as a forum for deciding numerous community related issues such 

~ I 

as the modernization of Gunston Elementary School. representation on the Mount Vernon Counc I of 
Citizt!n·s Associations and \\Titing to rt!presentatives concerning various community issues inclu ling 
the increase in property t::J.:xes. 
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In 1994. the Associates membership decided to incorporate and call itself Belmont Bay Community 
Association, Inc. The purpose of creating this corporation was to provide the added legal protection 
which a corporation provides should. for example. some one fall and hurt themselves in the park area. 
The Stepps· and Edwards' participated and voted in favor of this motion, they participated in the 
association ser-.:ing as treasurer and recording secretary during the incorporation. There is no difference 
between the organization known as Belmont Bay Community Associates and BBCA. Inc .. except that 
BBCA. Inc. is incorporated. The Articles .Q.f Incorporation are anached. 

After the incorporation of BBCA, -Inc .. "Belmont Bay Community Associates" ceased its existence. 
The Stepps and Edwards apparently became upset \\"ith the decisions by the majority of the residents 
and property owners participating in BBCAJnc.'s activities. Ralph Edwards unsuccessfully sought 
several offices during recent elections of officers and directors. They. therefore, have taken it on 
themselves to revive "Belmont Bay Community Associates" and have appointed themselves its chief 
officers without notice or input from the community or lot-owners. · 

Third. the Stepps' and Edwards' position regarding the lack of "authority" of BBCA, Inc. or. for that 
matter. the fanner Belmont Bay Community Associates, to act in maners not relating to the Bay 
property is ironic given that they raise it in Court \Vhen they themselves were intimately involved in 
the process \\"hich they nO\\. challenge. F ollo\ving is the genesis of this issue. 

If you review the park "deed" attached to the Stepps' and Edwards' complaint, you will see that the 
Bay park property was transferred to the Trustees, that the Trustees were empowered to collect a 
"uniform charge" for the use of the park for its maintenance and improvement and to deny access to 
those who do not pay the charges. and that the Trustees would be governed regarding all matters 
pertaining to the property by a "Board" of 5 to 9 property owners to be elected at meetings called by 
the Trustees. 

The Trustees have not collected uniform charges and have never excluded anyone from the park for 
failing to pay the charges. There never has been a need for the Trustees to collect charges because the 
upkeep of the park has been part of the voluntary activities of BBCA, Inc. and its predecessor. the 
fanner Belmont Bay Community Associates. As to the governance of the park, the Trustees have 
always listened tp our elected representatives of BBCA. Inc. and its predecessor, Belmont Bay 
Community Associates. When you elect BBCA.Inc.'s officers, therefore, you are participating in this 
activity. 

Though BBCA, Inc. and its predecessor have maintained the park, they have done other things too. 
For example. before incorporating. we \\TOte to elected officials concerning the increase of property 
taxes. reviewed building plans and. working \Vith other community associations promoted low density 
development on Mason :"\eck. After fom1ing BBCA. Inc .. we have contacted building contractors to 
request their drivers pay anention to the speed limit to protect the children. obtained street lights and 
continued to be active in local community affairs. 
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Neither BBCA, Inc. nor its predecessor have ever forced you to pay your dues. We hope that 
so, however, because \Ve think that the work we do together benefits all of us. 

Fourth. the allegations which the Stepps· and Edwards' level against Jim Foster (and we a sume 
~1arvin Lear, though the Complaint is unclear) are truly unfortunate. Those of us who know Jim oster 
and Marvin Lear know that neither has ever protited or attempted to profit through his activi ies as 
Trustee. as a member of BBCA. Inc .. or as a member of the former Belmont Bay Con unity 
Associates. 

Fifth, BBCA. Inc.'s position concerning ~1r. Stepps' claim that he is a Trustee is as follows. 
documents show that Jim Foster and Man·in Lear appointed him as a successor trustee on Ap il 23. 
1987. Because the document was incorrectly filed by Fairfax County and could not be fou d by 
community members when the community decided to incorporate the association, the Boar and 
Trustees asked Mr. Stepp to continue to serve and to re-file as trustee, to include during the Ma · 3rd. 
1994 and May 15th, 1995 Community Meetings. He refused both times, as well as on other ace sions 
in discussion with members of the community. 

At an association meeting in the fall of 1995, the association requested the trustees select a 
trustee. The Stepps and Edwards were in attendance and neither objected. The remaining trustee later 
selected Ms. CarolAnn Wright. It was only after CarolAnn's selection that Mr. Stepp notifi d the 
Board by legal action that he intended to serve as trustee. 

In general, we believe that the community residents and lot-owners have the right to n anage 
community property through the community association. We are permitted to consider issues other 
than the operation and maintenance of the park; as well as to communicate and represe t the 
community's interest in these issues: and to spend funds as collected and approved by the memb rship. 
We believe the Trustees have acted properly by supporting the community as expressed through BBCA, 
Inc. and the former association.

Dear Property Owners and Residents of Belmont Park Estates, 

I want to encourage you to attend your Community Meeting to be held on the 3rd of October, :7:30 
p.m. at Gunston Hall. Certainly you have received many letters from members of the community and t e 
Board of Directors. During this meeting it is my hope to settle several of the issues brought up by 
members of the community. One of the most important issues deals with the Association by-laws. 

If you received your August Board of Directors meeting minutes you would have seen that it 
my desire to mail you a copy of proposed by-laws after the 16th of September. Bill Foulois was chair 
this committee since January 1996. On September 9th we had a by-laws meeting. At that time it was 
apparent that although members of that committee had met a few times, they could not agree on what 
by-laws should be. Therefore, they had not drawn up a set ofby-laws to be voted on by members oft e · 
community. Bill Foulois, George Arnold, Nancy Michels and I, Tom Goeller, developed a set ofby-la s. 
The meeting started at 7:30 and ended at 12:30. 

In accordance with the May 1996 General Membership's requirementthat a set of by-laws be 
presented to the General Membership by the fall1996 meeting, attached is the set of by-laws I drew u 
from our discussions that evening. I admit that some ofthe sections are interpretations of what I thi 
community wants and others are my own. Your voice needs to be heard. We must have a new set of 
laws voted on by the community. I am proposing the following time line. 

October 3, 1996 Members vote Article by Article, Section by Section, or by group of 
Sections. Sections that are not approved will be reworded and attempt to 
be re-voted that evening. If there are opposing wordings, then both 
wordings will be voted on with the majority being placed in the by-laws. 

October 14, 1996 Issues that could not be resolved October 3rd will be sent to members i 
good standing. These issues will be listed with options available for 
members to select. Members can then choose the option they desire an 
vote by return mail no later than 31 October 1996. 

November 5, 1996 The new draft by-laws will be completed and submitted to an attorney £1 r 
review and editing. Until the attorney returns his/her opinion, the draft y­
laws will be in effect for the Association. 

Unknown Date Upon receipt of the Attorney's recommendation, all by-laws that did not: 
receive an intent change will be final. Only those articles and sections t at 
the attorney changed the intent, or required because they were missing ut 
required by law, or removed because they were unlawful, will be resub itted 
for vote by the community. This will again be accomplished by a mail v te. 
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I believe this process to be an acceptable and fair process. We can no ionger be delayed because 
people cannot agree on the content and don't provide the community the opportunity to vote. The content 
should be presented to the community and the community must decide. 

There is little controversy concerning that the prime purpose of the Association is the upkeep of the 
park. There is controversy on who should care for the welfare of the community and the road leading to 
the park. You must decide if you want a strong Association to keep the by-laws and covenants enforced. 
You must decide if you want to have a strong organization that can represent you before education and 
zoning boards. You also must decide ifyou want the park accessible through the only available road or if 
you want the road to deteriorate so that only those who have connecting properties to the bay, have access 
to the bay. 

The By-laws presented to you are intended to let you decide. Please attend and vote. If you 
cannot attend, please send a letter with your signature and let a friend vote as proxy. I personally will 
consider a fax acceptable. 

By-laws were presented a few years ago but for fairness the Board and Community agreed at the 
time to let everyone have more time to look at them and decide what they really wanted. Since then, the 
by-laws have been stuck in committees where members have failed to present a set of by-laws for 
community vote. Here they are, now please vote. 

It is in your best interests to attend all meetings. Knowing that we all have busy schedules and 
some are remotely located, the Board has always done what it could to communicate upcoming votes on 
important issues. Please feel free to discuss your concerns with members of the community. Whether or 
not you are strongly religious, there is a wise saying that I would provide to you;

It was deeded as a :·special Warranty of 
title" as opposed to a General Warranty because the Hurvitzes, the previous owners, did not want 
to be responsible for guaranteeing the legal ownership of the property back to the time of George 
Washington. In essence, if some long-lost relative of a colonial time owner of the property claimed 
ownership of the land, the Hurvitzes did not want to have the community be able to take action 
against the Hurvitzes. The community would have to defend its right to the property should this 
occur. 

Because some members felt that this was not a satisfactory answer, the following motion was 
seconded and passed: 

Mara Foulois would search county records and find the nature of the title to this property. 
The desire is to determine if the community has "clear" title to this land. This information will be 
brought to the Board no later than 30 June 1996. The Board will provide copies of this information 
to all lot owners at this time with copies provided by Marty Jacobson. Mara ·Foulois and Marty 
Jacobson have agreed to do this without cost to any member of the community or the corporation.

0 against and 1 abstention. At the time of the vote, there were 21 paid members. 

2. Mike's motion to give amnesty on dues up to the 1996 year was tabled. 

3. Motion to vote on the l996·1997 budget was tabled because it was believed that by 
this time of the meeting there was insufficient paid membership to constitute a quorum. 

Community Time 

The following is a summary of items discussed during the meeting. 

1. Who owns the bay property? The last deed shows the property being deeded to the trustees for 
the benefit of the community. George Arnold stated that the cotmty records indicate property i:; 
owned by the community. 

2. Do you have to belong to the Association? One member of the community believes that there is 
no legal requirement to belong or to pay dues. Ralph Edwards wanted this issue duly noted for the 
record. George Arnold stated that everyone who owns property in the community ·owns a portion 
of and has a right of access to the communiw property bay property. Thus, vvhether they 
appreciate it or not, their property value is enhanced by the fact that owning a lot in the community 
guarantees bay access. Therefore, all property owners are responsible for paying their fair share of 
the insurance, maintenance and improvements of the property. 

Secretary's note for clarification (not discussed during the meeting). 

· The Deed previously mentioned states the following; 

To have and to hold unto the said parties of the second part (Trustees) upon the following 
trusts and uses: To hold said property for the use and benefit of all lot owners in BELMONT 
PARK ESTATES SUBDIVISION .... to deny access to or use and enjoyment of said property to 
such lot owners in BELMONT PARK ESTATES SUBDIVISION who neglect, refuse or fail to 
pay a uniform charge as determined by the trustees; to apply such funds collected from lot 
ownert to pay expenses incurred in the ownership, maintenance and improvement of 
property; to be governed in the use of said property, and in all matters pertaining thereto by 
a Board of not less than five (5) nor more than nine (9) lot owners of said subdivision; 
which Board may include the trustees, and which Board shall be elected at a meeting called 
by the trustees of all lot owners in said subdivision ... (Book 3790, page 1 14). 

Furthermore, one of the purposes of incorporating was to protect each owner from individual 
liability for the bay property. If a lot owner is not a member of the corporation, then that lot owner 
may be individually liable, in addition to the corporation, for any accidents that occur at the bay. 

During the meeting I asked George Arnold if a lot owner who doesn't vvant access to the bay and 
doesn't want to be a member of the Association could legally remove themselves from the 
community. He stated this may be possible if the lot owner signs legal papers similar to a deed, 
basically stating giving their share of the bay to the community and no longer having ownership or 
rights to the commLmity property. He Stlggested, anyone desiring to do this should contact their 
attorney. 
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End of Secretary's note. 

3. One nonpaying member of the community raised the issue of \ovhether or not the Association is a 
legal corporation because they believe that all the proper paperwork has not been accurately 
completed or that the current or recent past board did not complete proper paperwork. Mike Polifko 
and George Arnold stated that the Association is a legal entity registered in the Commonwealth of 

Virginia and Fairfax County. 

4. George Arnold reviewed the relationship \oVtth the attorney. Here is a summary. 

A. George commented that the use of an attorney was requested by several members of 
the community, and approved by .the Board as well as the Community. Initially the use of the 
attorney was not only to assist in the Incorporation and by-Jaws, but to assist the Community in 
collection of Association dues through the use of liens where necessary. 

He noted the Attorney researched County Records concerning the common areas (Park Area) titles 
and deeds and reported that all was in order. He also researched the issues 'concerning liens and 
submitted several versions of by-laws which could be used to model our communities by-laws and 

to place liens against properties for past dues. 

He noted that when the 1993-94 Board reviewed many issues including membership voting, issues 
of placing a lien against an owner of multiple lots, and the concern of some of the community 
conc:' . ..)rning the concept of placing liens. As a result, the 1993-94 Board recommended the 
Community accept the current plan (of invoicing) until it became necessary to adopt other methods. 

A discussion of some of the issues included that when c1ealrng with issues affecting land title, liens, 
and ownership, not·\ovith-stancling the current by-laws, land O\Nners were entitled to one vote per 
lot. At our request the attorney consulted with a second attorney, vvho verified and also noting that 
the one vote per lot the would be required by the mortgage holders. An option v11as prepared which 
\Nould require a passage based on a community vote of one vote per lot. 

1. There was concern that mortgage lenders such as Fannie Mae, would not be 
willing to make loans to properties that could be impacted by such a lien. Since most home owners 
obtain loans to acquire their home, again the Board felt this 'Nould be an imposition on mortgagees. 

2. There was the question of which lot to put the lien on if a member owned 
multiple lots. 

3. The lien concept was not supported by some members. 
4. There was the possibility that the Board could legally escalate dues without 

asking the membership. 

Because of th~se concerns, the Board and Membership decided to instead pursue an aggressive 
policy 10 collect current and back dues. What specificallv •viii be done to those who refuse to pay 
dues is still under debate and hopefully will be finally resolved vvhen the bylaws are brought before 
the community. 

Denying access to the bay is an option that has received the most attention. The community 
obviously does not want to police children of nonpaying members from going down to the bay. 
Denying the nonpaying member the ability to use the bay for parties, fishing or boat launching is 
considered reasonable. In addition, the Association is considering keeping a running total of unpaid 
dues and notifying the owner of the property that if the property is sold, the new owner will be 
notified that they do not have access to the bay unless all past dues are paid. 

5. There was a question as to the need for having a ne'/·.· audit of the treasurer's books. The 
member believed there was a conflict of interest because Larry Medlin did the audit an:! his •.vife, 
i.ctell.:;, 1-vas treasltrer before Bob Drve (95-96) ancl Marie Stepp (94-95). The facts are that Larry 
f.ledlin volunteered to do the altdit ancl '/-:as requested bv the communitv to do an aud;: by \'C•te at 
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the May 15, 1995 General Membership Meeting. Larry performed the audit and reported to the 
Board and President 22 August 1995. Bob Drye requested 30 days to review the books during the 
8 October 1995 Board Meeting. During the 10 November 1995 Board Meeting the Board agreed to 
the then current balance of $2,148.48 as an official balance and no further auditing would be 
performed. No wrong doing was found or implied but the books were obviously not kept as an 
accountant would have liked. At the current General Membership meeting Nancy Michels desired a I 
copy of the audit. The motion was tabled. Since Nancy is the new Treasurer she will have access 
to the Treasurer's records and Larry's audit.

Attached for your information is a letter distributed to the Absentee Lot Owners of Belmont 1 ay 
Community Association, dated April 10, 1996. Since you, nor all members of the current board \'ere 
included in this mailing, we thought your interests would be best served if you were included in the 
distribution. 

In May oflast year the community overwhelmingly supported the current Board. Other than my elf, 
all of the current Board had no association with previous Boards. Although the previous Bo rds 
accomplished a great deal in cleaning up the Park and opening access to the Park, there were sev raL 
personality issues that may never be resolved. It was our hope that with new representation, fre of 
conflict with either side, we may have been able to reunite our community. 

Unfortunately, this has not been possible. As you may gather from the enclosed letters, the hosti ity 
continues. While it is not our intent to further alienate members of the community, it would not be 
fair to the community not to address issues that may have been misunderstood. 

Members of the Community who wished to speak at Board meetings were requested to advise he 
Board of their topic in advance of the meeting. In addition to permitting reasonable planning, he 
Board that meets in the Lorton Library, must accommodate the Library hours. We do not feel t is 
request is unreasonable. Members are otherwise encouraged to attend our Board meetings, and e 
frequently have guests. 

I am surprised by Mrs. Edward's concern about the renewal of the Lawn service. While serving as 
Secretary ofthe Association, Mr. Edward obtained bids from two other companies, the current Ia n 
service was selected with the lowest price. They have done a nice job in keeping the park ar as 
mowed and trinuned, and because of their performance and price, we do not feel that it is necess ry 
to seek the lowest bid each year. 

I am uncertain what Mrs. Edward is referring in relation to the dues and the submission of quarte ly 
payments. The park is certainly one of our Community responsibilities, we pay liability insuran e, 
the maintenance of the park, maintaining the road to the park, membership in the Mt. Vern n 
Council, mailing and reproduction cost, as well as State Incorporation fees. Our dues are $80.00 per 
year for residents and $40.00 for Lot Owners. This does not seem excessive. Hopefully, her int t 
in requesting quarterly payments is not to increase the cost to the community. 

As you can see from the example above. The animosity that plagues our community, continues o 
alienate members of the community. While on occasion, members of the Board have beco e 
frustrated with the continued disruption. I must apologize to the Board and Community for bei1g 
unable to conduct Community Business without insisting on order and civility. 
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I am uncertain how Mrs. Edward believes the Historic Overlay was an example of this Board's failing 
to represent the Community. As President ofthe Belmont Bay Community Association, I voted to 
oppose the historic "Belmont" site and the surrounding homes from being included in an area subject 
to an Architectural Review Board without the approval of the homeowners. This motion was 
opposed not only by the surrounding home owners but also the owners of the ''Belmont" property. 

I, too invite you to see what the Board has done with the Park Area. It is one of the most beautiful 
sites in Northern Virginia. It is yours to enjoy, and the Board hopes to once again have community 
activities during the Spring and Summer months. 

With respect to concern about the budget, the Board has taken no action, other than that required 
to maintain the Park, distribute minutes, pay the insurance, and Incorporation fees. These items were 
approved by the general membership, are required or expected of the Board. Unfortunately the 
Annual budget was not approved because the previous Treasurer did not present the budget to the 
Community at the Annual membership meeting. However, the expenses outlined above were 
approved by Board as recommended by the 1995-1996 budget committee which included Mr. 
Edward. 

In regard to the letter from Mr. Edward, the Secretary, Dr. Tom Goeller, organized and bound the 
minutes from the last four years into separate binders, they were not altered. They were previously 
filed in one large binder. As·always, the minutes will be on file at our next General Meeting and are 
available for inspection at that time. 

This Board, is supported by most of the Community because it represents neither of the previous 
Boards. It has made every effort to remain neutral, solicit the participation and represent the 
members of the entire Community.

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Information Concerning the Attorney. This was not part of the meeting but is provided for your information. 

The following information was obtained by Tom Goeller from the Community Minutes and our March 29, 1996 
Board Meeting. Please understand that no minutes are available prior to 1992. 

The first mention of an attorney is March 7, 1993 when George Arnold was to talk with an attorney concerning 
indemnity insurance for board members and review wording on the recommended changes to the bylaws. On April 
19, 1993 it was recommended that an attorney review bylaws prior to articles of incorporation. The attorney, Mr. 
Jack Knowles, met with the Board to discuss incorporation on July 31, 1993. Mr. Knowles mentioned that he 
would need to contact a consultant at which time Fritz Vandenberg gave Mr. Knowles $500.00 to start the 
process. On September 1, 1993 the Board met with Mr. Knowles to discuss enforcing and amending covenants, 
assessing dues and possibly putting a lien on properties. On September 27, 1993 the community voted to proceed 
with incorporating the association. April 8, 1994 the minutes note that the president will begin work on the 
incorporation. At the September 12, 1994 Board meeting George Arnold noted that the association was 
incorporated on July 11, 1994 and, "Passed out articles of incorporation for review." During the October and 
November 1994 meetings Mr. Ralph Edwards asked who had copies of the incorporation papers. Ralph was 
provided this information and stated he would provide an inventory by the next board meeting. It was noted in the 
January 23, 1995 minutes an attorney bill was presented and that Ralph was given a copy and "Ralph has retained 
a copy for anyone interested in seeing it." The attorney fees are identified in the February 20, 1995 minutes as 
$77.75 for incorporation fees, $766.89 for outstanding attorney's bill along with the original retainer fee of 
$500.00. In the March 20, 1995 minutes it is noted that Ralph was given one week to review the bill and related 
paperwork and report his findings at the next board meeting. In the April 17, 1995 minutes Ralph reported that 
" ... several documents were missing." The minutes note that Mike was not aware of the missing documents and 
that Ralph " ... would contact the attorney directly, via letter, to get copies of documents and answers to the 
questions raised in reviewing documents on hand." 

3ince Ralph attended the March 29, 1996 meeting the Board asked Ralph directly what documents he thought 
were missing and if he had contacted the attorney about the matter. Ralph stated he had made a list of the 
documents he had received and that the list should be with the minutes. This list is not identified in any minutes. 
Tom Goeller stated that he did not find such a list in the secretary's records. In regard to contacting the attorney, 
Ralph stated that he did not follow through on the matter because he was not elected at the May 15, 1995 General 
Membership Meeting. The secretary papers were not turned over to Tom until July 1995 because Ralph wanted to 
turn them over in good order. 

In review, because of Mrs. Nancy Michels' reminder during the January 1996 General Membership Meeting, Mike 
requested and has received from the attorney all papers the attorney sent to community members. We now have 
all the papers in one place. Those who would like a copy of these or any other records currently held by Board 
Members may do so by notifying a Board Member a few days prior to a meeting. Papers will be brought to the 
meeting and will be photocopied by the secretary at the Library at the requester's expense. 

I apologize for not providing this information sooner. I was waiting until the audit of the financial books was 
completed so that I would know for certain what was paid to the attorney.

The next General Membership Meeting is tentatively scheduled for Thursday, May 30th at 
7:00 at the Lorton Community Library on Route 1. Please contact any board member if you have 
any questions or agenda items. If you would like specific questions answered, please let us know 
before the meeting so we may bring appropriate documentation. 

With the tenure of the current board dr~~to a close, a review of board acti-ons is in 
order: 

I. Completion of park revitalization (access, drainage, clean up nature trail) has 
enabled the redirection of planning and funding toward upgr~ding the road to the 
park to all-weather conditions. 

2. Street light was installed at the intersection of Haislip and Rio Vista Drive, 
heretofore a dark and troublesome area. 

3. A successful policy for the placement of"for sale" signs advertising vacant lots has 
been enacted. According to the covenants these signs may only be placed outside 
community boundaries. The seller may stake the boundaries with identifiable tape. 
Other pertinent information can be written on these stakes. Any more information 
must be obtained through the seller or real estate agent. 

4. An audit of the treasurer's books was completed and no discrepancies were found. 
5. The Springfield Lawn Service was hired to cut the grass and clean up the park. 

They completed one season, stayed within budget and did a great job. We plan to 
renew their contract this year at the same price. 

6. A policy for the replacement of a trustee was enacted. Basically the trustees 
replace themselves. The newest trustee is Carol Ann Wright who replaces 
Marshall Ware who resigned. Carol Ann has been a resident since 1962. The 
responsibility of the trustees is to assure that the community government is in 
order and carrying out the obligations to the park property. 

7. The committee formed to revise the by-laws is working towards a presentation at 
the next General Membership Meeting. 

8. ·we kept you informed. Interested neighbors attended most of the meetings. The 
meetings were recently switched to "neutral ground" by having them at the Lorton 
Library. Copies of our minutes of the regular board of directors and General 
Membership Meetings are now being sent to all residents and lot owners. An 
additional budget item will have to be made for this expense in the coming years 
budget. 

The board has been faced with accusations of impropriety from a small but very vocal 
group of neighbors. Most of the accusations relate to their inability to work with past boards 
which they have carried over to the current board. Numerous requests for the general community 
to participate in subcommittees on the park and by-laws were ignored by all residents until 
recently. In the face of this relentless opposition we are likewise resolute in finding solutions to 
solve community problems with majority community input. We will continue such ways to 
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improve your community in the majority interests. 

It is the intention of the board to establish a Park Committee with unlimited membership 
from the community. Committee meetings would be separate from board meetings and the 
committee chairperson would report directly to the board. The committee would be responsible 
for developing a master plan for the park (5, 10, 20 years) as well as maintenance of the commoz:1 
grounds. This plan could someday include a community dock, covered pavilion for picnics, mor 
nature trails and a ball park etc.. Your input would be greatly appreciated. 

The dues reniain at $80.00 for residents and $40.00 for lot owners. This is the same fee s 
established in the 1960 original by-laws. In accordance with existing by-laws, voting privileges 
and service on committees will be dellied to anyone whose 1996 dues are in arrears. The 1996 
dues bill is included with this months minutes. The bills will be considered in arrears if not paid y 
May 15, 1996.

TO THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS, BBCA 

I am writing to respond to the minutes dated 1/12/96. 

Regarding the "To all lot owners" letter, I did not accuse, 
imply, or allege that the cur~ent board, as a group or 
individually, had committed misconduct, as was stated. 
Furthermore, I did not address this· letter to the board. For the 
reasons mentioned, I decline to accept the board's invitation, 
and/or urging, to attend the Il)eeting for the 5 signers of the 
letter. 

In further response to your minutes, I, too, am very thankful 
for Frank's contributions to ·'this community. Unfortunately, 
volunteer work can oftentimes be a thankless job, with little 
emotional reward for the tim~, money, talents spent. In spite of 
my feelings or yours, I object to the board's subjective decision 
not to replace Frank. By your own admission, these rights are 
protected under the by-laws, and the community should make that 
decision as a whole. I move that the board address this issue as 
a line item on the general membership meeting, whenever it may be 
held. I urge the board to discontinue this pattern and practice of 
selective enforcement as to whether or not to follow the by-laws. 

The next line item that I request be placed on the board's 
community meeting agenda is perhaps the one that perhaps troubles 
me the most. I happened to call the home of a board member on the 
very day that this meeting took place on. I advised that because 
the December meeting minutes did not state the time, place, of the 
next board meeting, that I was requesting that this board member. 
notify me of the next meeting. I was told that an "agenda meeting"· 
was taking place that night, but it was not a board meeting. 
Obviously, by my receipt of the minutes of the same date, that was 
not true.· I do not want, and I refuse to believe, that this person 
was intentionally giving me erroneous information. But the issue 
is, that the board did not even follow its own directives (see 
minutes dated September 17, 1995), by placing a sign out for the 
community's notification of a board meeting. Perhaps this is yet 
another example of the selective enforcement that is practiced. 

The board consists of prudent, intelligent men, whom, I'm 
sure, understands that these meetings are public, and anyone is 
allowed to attend. These rights are protected under Virginia code. 
I believe it is the board's obligation to notify the community of 
their meetings, and not my obligation to track down this 
information. With the example set forth above, I believe that 
another solution is imperative. Since the directive about the sign 
being put out was not chosen to be followed, I am making the 
following motion for the board to address at the community meeting. 
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I would like to make a motion that a liaison be appointed, 
elected, and/or volunteered, to convey the board's meeting 
schedule. I move that anyone in the neighborhood, that wishes, 
could advise this individual that they would like to attend certain 
and/or all meetings. This person would then be in charge of 
notifying the interested community members of scheduled meetings. 
The board, of course, would be obligated to notify this person with 
any scheduling changes, additions, deletions to what is announced 
in the minutes. 

The board should address, that in this set of minutes that I'm 
responding to, also did not state a date, time, place, for the next 
board meeting. I am requesting that I be notified of the next 
board meeting, and all future board meetings. 

In closing, I would like to remind the board that you were 
elected to serve this community, and urge you to treat all requests 
by this community with respect and not some inconvenient 
aberration.

The road looked very good but will not 
handle heavy traffic in bad weather. The $750.00 budgeted for this year's road improvement was 
not considered sufficient to make any real difference in the current condition. It was unanimously 
voted that the amount be carried forward into the 1996 budget year. 

It is requested that members refrain from using the road in wet weather. Drivers should 
have no problems during the dry or frozen season. Bob will be looking into the cost of making the 
road accessible for all weather. 
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BYLAWS 

Bylaws are still being looked at by Bill. Anyone desiring input should contact Bill. 
The primary purpose is to be in compliance with State and Local Laws now that we are 
incorporated. 

President's Report

Mike feels that these groups have a big impact on County 
actions. Some of the committees that we need representation include; education, transportation, environment, 
historicaL zoning and, public safety. 

George Arnold is current president of Mason Neck Association. He will know the current committee leaders.

Currently these organizations are considering the Historic Overlay for Mason Neck. Gunston and Old

SECRETARY'S REPORT 

I would have liked to have had time on the agenda to advise of 
the work I did concerning the research regarding the attorney's 
fees, which totalled over $1,000, what correspondence was made 
available to me to review, and what documents I could find, as a 
layman, missing from the secretary's records. I understand that 
there will b~ only an election tonight, so I will attempt to sum up 
in an a brief m~nner as possible some things that, as a matter of 
record, I demand the new board address: 

I would like to first start out with advising you what 
documents were missing that were referred to in what I did review, 
concerning the attorney that was consulted to incorporate us: 

A) No billing from the Mr. Diamond, consulting 
attorney, to Mr. Knowles. This perhaps would shed some light on 
how the attorney's fee got so high. 

B) There is mention made in a bill of a letter 
addressed to Fritz dated 9/8/93, with a draft of Trustees' Deed of 
Gift of Parcel A to the Association. That was not included in the 
correspondence file and unable to be found. 

C) There was a letter dated August 10, 1993 from Mr. 
Knowles to Mr. Diamond with a list of questions. I was unable to 
locate any written response from Mr. Diamond to Mr. Knowles. If 
this were conveyed verbally to someone, I would demand that person 
provide those answers to us at the next general membership meeting. 
The community should have knowledge of these answers. 

D) Draft By-laws done by Mr. Knowles. 

This is a small community, if an attorney is consulted on the 
community's behalf, there is no reason why every member of this 
community phouldn't have the same full knowledge as board members, 
especially when the community's dues are paying his bill. 

There are other documents missing in the secretary's file 
unrelated to the attorney. Some examples are: Certificate of 
Incorporation, along with two other documents provided by the 
state; letter dated 7/19/94 to George Arnold; five different 
enclosures that were mentioned in that letter; receipt for fees for 
filing the Articles of Incoporation, annual corporation 
requirements, notice to all employers. 

From various members of the community, I learned that a survey 
has been done to the park area. There is no documentation in the 
secretary's records reflecting this. This should be obtained to 
ensure full and accurate records, and to ensure that we comply with 
any wetlands (EPA) rules and regulations. 
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.· The secretary should have possession of all legal documents n 
this community so any member could review them at any time. As a 
matter of record, if I'm. not elected, the secretary of the 
1995-1996 board should gain posession of these documents as a 
matter of old business, and make them available to any communi y 
member desiring to review them, under the Virginia Property Owner s 
Association Act, code no. 55-510. 

I made the board aware of my findings previously. 
I serve another term, to try and gain control of these 
so that the secretary's file will be complete for 
benefit.

Purlher to ou.r telephone conversation on December 31, I am writing this 
letter to record certain key facts concerning my relationship with your association. 

At my first meeting with the association's Unmd of Directors, Trustees, and 
Ofl"icers on July 31, 1993, you and your associalt.>s made clear to me that the 
<tssociation's prime obj1!clive was to have the undoubted legal power to levy annual 
ctnd special assessments on every lot owner in the Belmont Park Estates Subdivision 
to pay for the cost of maintaining and improving the Parcel A common area, to 
require payment of unpaid a!;sessments in arrears, and to require a delinquent lot 
owner to pay for any attorn<·ys' fe('S involved in <'nforcing an association assess-
01l'nt. You nnd your associates also expressed an interest in incorporating the 
associrttion in order to obtain the benefits of limited liability available to the 
directors and officers of a nonprofit corporation under Virginia law. 

As the July 31 meeting was coming to a close, Frits Vandenberg asked me 
(and you rephrased his question which I had not understood) what compens<Jtion l 
would want for my services. I replied that I would ask for $500 for incorporating thC' 
associ11tion and for providing Bylaws consistent with the requirements of Virginia 
corporation law arid that my charge for any other services would be at the rate of $80 
per hour. I said tilLit it might be necessary for m~ to consult on the association's 
l.tehalf with another attorney with expertise on cc~rt;lin matters which I did not 
p0sse~s. I asked for, and understood that I wa~ given, authority to engage a 
consultant if I found it necessary. f.rits asked me how much of an advance retainer 
l \vanted. I simply replied that my first concern would be to be able to pay any 
con~ultant £or his or her services without undue delay and to cover my own 
PXp<'n~;es. Frits then handed me an amount of cash which I later ascertained was 
~;soo. 

As you know. l did in fact find it necessary to engage a consultant. Enclosed 
ilfV copies t)f my stJtcments dated Sq1tember 14 and December 2, 1993 giving your 
ts~;oci.ttion an <1ccounting of mi use of forits' cash .tJvance to pay the consultant's 
fp•·s <titd my expt•n:-:es. On each slatt•ment I noled that "leba! services rl'Ih.lnl'd will 
llt' bill·~d separately:"

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I .1m also endo~ing for the information of your association a copy of my lette 
dat1~d August 10, 1993 to the consultant, Attorney Robert M. Diamond. You an 
your association will see from Attorney Diam.ond's letter to me dated August 131 
1991, copy enclos<.'d, what one la\\' firm with expertise in this area of la\v ch<lrges fo 
itr. services. 

On September ], 1993, I met again with your Board of Directors, Trustees, an 
Offic(~rs. I reported on my meeting \-vith the consultant and the various steps whicl 
he said would have to be taken to achieve your association's objective of h~ving th 
power to levy maridat.ory assessments on every lot owner for the maintencmce o 
Pared A. !\·lost importantly, an amendri1ent to the Declaration of Covenants b 
Bl!lmont Park Estates, Inc., dated August 30, 1960, would have to be executed by a 
many lot owners as pos5ible and filed runong the Fairfax County land records. Th 
amendment would give your association the resl)onsibility for maintaining Parce 
A and the power to .impose assessments on every lot owner and would provide fo 
the provisions of the Property Owners' Association Act to apply to your association 
In addition, the Trustees should execute a Deed of Gift, transferring Parcel A to you 
Clc;sociation. (I sent Frits a draft Deed of Gift by lettc:r dated September 8, 1993, with, 
c:opy lo you.) Other stt•ps to be taken included incorporation and the adoption o 
new corporation Bylaws . 

.At the September 1 meeting, I gave you draft 1\.rticles of Incorporation an 
drC~ft 13ylaws. I recall that you passed the draft Bylaws on to others present and aske 
them to review the Bylnws and give you their comments. 

On September 3 and agnin on September 10, 1993, I discussed with th 
consultant the type of voting rights and assessment provisions which you had sai 
the new corporation's documents and the new covenant should contain. I wa 
ad vised, and I then informed you, that the desired provisions would in al 
probability not be possible. The obstacle was not cmy specific prl)vision of law bu 
ralher the policies of the secondary mortgage rna rket. If your association's votin 
rights and assessment provisions were not in accord with those policies, a pro 
spective purchaser of a lot in your subdivision might not be able to obtain 
mortgage lonn -and the owner of a lot might not be able to sell his property. T 
guard against such an outcome, Attorney Diamond recommended that votin ... 
rights and nssessrnent provisions be informally deared with the major companie 
in the secondary mortgage market such a~ Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac in advance 
I informed you of Attorney Diamond's advice by telephone on September 14, 199. 
and awaited \\'Ord of your associalion's wishes in the light of this new and un 
expected development. 

There mntters remained until on or about this past July 10 when yo 
informed me th•1t your assl)cintion wished to proceed with the incorporation. ~·1. 
lettt'r to you of jul~· 19 informed you that the association had become incorporate<. 
on July 13 and C'lci vi~;et\ ynu of the ~teps to be taken to complete the organization o 
the corporntinn. · 

The one clnJ ll!!ly bill which [ h<1ve sent t•1 y0ur nssnci;1tion for my !'l'rViCl'S, 
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dated December 2?, 1994, contai1red illustrations, not a complete list, of my work for 
till' association. It did not, for example, include my research and advice that your 
assodation does not qualify to date under the Yirginia Property Owners' Association 
Act nor my research nnd advice that your association would not qualify for Sectinn 
501 (c)(4) federal tax-l'Xcmpt status unless the association were willing to have the 
Parcel ,\ common .::trea open to the public. 

You and your association may be sure that l have ahvays been acutely aware 
that your association, like many other civic or homeowner associations, has verv 
lin1ited financial resources. Accordingly, I have billed your association for only~ 
small fraction of the h10re than 50 hout's of my time and 15 hours of my Legal 
Assistant's time spent on your association's behalf.

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THE MASON NECK OVERLAY TASK FORCE REPORTS 
Article by GEORGE ARNOLD 

.,.., 

Early this year Supervisor Gerry Hyland commissioned a Task Force to establis an 
Overlay for Mason Neck which was· first approved by the Fairfax County Board of 
Supervisors in 1990, and included in the current Comprehensive Plan. The Overlay i. to 
provide a unique level of protection for the historic, archeological, and environme tal 
resources of Mason Neck. 

The Task.Force chosen hy Gerry Hyland is co-chaired hy Gary Knipling and Ma 
Miller. Community memhers selected include Marylyn Amoroso, President, Mason N 
Citizen's Assoc; George Arnold, past President, Mason Neck Citizen's Assoc; Robert D st, 
President, Hallowing Pt Community Assoc; Nick Felicione, immediate past President, Ma on 
Neck Citizen's Assoc; Charles HoofT, land owner and realtor; Odin Knudsen, Presid nt, 
Harbor View Community Assoc; Tom LainhoiT, Director, Gunston Hall; Jerry Lyo s, 
President, The Friends of Mason Neck; Betty Marshall, Wiley Subdivision; Bob Schlesin er, 
Springfield Farms; and Barbara Wyatt, President, Gunston Manor Community Assoc. 

Other members are John Byers, Mt. Vernon Dist. Planning Commissioner; F ed 
Milton, Mason Neck Wildlife Refuge; William Foster, Mason Neck State Park; Linda 
Stanley, Office of Comprehensive Planning; and Darrell Windslow, N9. Va. Regional Pa k. 

The first meeting was held May 16, 1994. During May, discussions included 
organization, and review of the Mason Neck Planning Sector with presentations by 1m 
Chandler, Regional Park Authority, Yvonne Schultz, the Mason Neck Wildlife Refuge; J ff 
Foster, Va Park Authority, and Tom Lainhoff, Director of Gunston Hall. Except or 
Gunston Hall, which is seeking to expand programs to the community, each presen er 
advised of limited growth and financial restraints, noting programs would be maintained w th 
less staff. 

On May 23rd the Task Force supported the proposed Amendment to t e 
Comprehensive Plan reuniting the town of Colchester and both sides of Colchester Rd ba k 
to the Mason Neck Planning Sector. 

During June, Allen Hooge explained the status of the Lower Potomac Polluti 
Control Plant and County efforts to protect the environment in future plant expansion a 
operations. Maury Cralle, Deputy to the Commander for Development, provided n 
information briefing concerning Ft. Belvoir expansion. including Tompkins Basin Recreati n 
Center, hut was less informative ahout the expected use of the facilities, or effect on o r 
community and the environment. Charlie Criegton, of the National Audebon Society 
reported on Harry Diamond Labs, noting support was necessary to assist Fish and Wildlif 's 
acquisition of the property. 

Bruce Douglas, County Office of Comprehem.ive Planning, provided an overview f 
environmentally sensitive areas and current land-use on Mason Neck. Ross Fugil, Coun y 
Soil Science Office, provided a report of the soil conditions. 

Also during June, the Task Force mission statement was formalized and adopted s 
follows: To safeguard and preserve the unique natural environment and historical resources 1 
Mason Neck in harmony with limited and reasonable land use. 

On July 11, Dennis Hill, Co. Director of Environmental Health, discussed sept c 
~ystems providing information of various septic systems used, and procedures for approval. 
Anne Cahill, Office of Research and Statistics provided demographics of Mason Neck and 

i 
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surrounding area, projected the population of Mason Neck to exceed 8,000 by the year 2020. 
Bruce K.riviskey, Heritage Resources discussed how resources are evaluated, classified, and 
preserved, citing 13 historic districts in the County, noting 27 historical, and over 2000 
archeological sites on Mason Neck. Mike Johnson, County Archaeologist, described the 
archaeological process; status of excavation on the Hartwell site, and artifacts from the 
Colchester area and explained the underwater archaeological survey of Mason Neck. 

Task Force members discussed changes experienced while residing in Mason Neck. 
These include establishment of the State Park, reduction of wooded areas, shoreline erosion, 
increased residential development, traffic on Old Colchester and Gunston Rds, and 
increased recreational horseback riding, boating, and bicycling. The large increase in 
residential, industrial and commercial development surrounding Mason Neck was mentioned 
by several. 

At the July 26 meeting, discussions induded perceptions of Mason Neck in twenty 
years, offering concerns and recommendations for the future of the community. Members 
agreed development would continue to occur, but recommended planning for low density 
residential use, and planning Mason Neck as a single community, not as a series of 
subdivisions. Everyone's primary objective however, was environmental, archeological and 
historic preservation, including protection of the character of the public lands within Mason 
Neck. 

Discussion on large land holdings included efforts to plan without penalizing land 
owners. Some suggestions included expansion of public land holdings; institutional uses, 
including colleges, museums, solariums, colonial and naturalist libraries, cultural centers, 
and other recreational usages. Recommendations also included establishing a National 
Register District to include Heritage Resource Parks along Old Colchester Road to the 
Town of Colchester, and along Gunston Road to Gunston Hall. 

The Task Force rejected concepts including limited commercial, industrial, or high 
density development as necessary to establish a greater sense of community within Mason 
Neck. However, the County Planning Staff was invited to present an example of a well 
designed clustered residential community which set-aside large open spaces. 

Some of the concerns discussed included the effect 5 to 10 acre development may 
have on future buyers; and that current political concern for the community may change 
with new political representatives. 

The Officers and Directors of Mason Neck Citizen's Association, the Task Force, and 
Gerry Hyland know the efforts to establish this Overlay to protect the natural and historic 
resources of Mason Neck is important to the community. The Citizen's Association will 
provide updates on the Task Force activities in upcoming Newsletters, special updates, and 
presentations during citizen association meetings. The Task Force minutes are posted at the 
Library for review and meetings are open to the community. They are normally scheduled 
for 7:30pm, the second and fourth monday of the month, at Guns ton Hall. The Task Force 
schedule includes the preparation of a preliminary report by the end of September. 

The 1989-1990 Mason Neck Citizen's Association committee which worked diligently 
obtaining the support of the Board of Supervisors for the overlay for Mason Neck was 
chaired by Paul Haluza. That committee included Janet Cole, Liz Hartwell, Mike Horwatt, 
Sally and Gerry Lyons. They supported by many other members of the community, 

developed a concept which could preserve Mason Neck as a natural, historic, archeological

Enclosed you will find an invoice for the 1994 dues/assessments 
for the Belmont Park Estates, Belmont Bay Community Association.

The funds are used to improve and maintain the park and common 
areas, pay insurance, as well as support the community 
participation in the Mason Neck Citizen's Association and the 
Mount Vernon Council of Citizen's Associations. 

We started 1993 with ambitious plans to improve the road, 
establish a walking trail, make modest improvements to the park, 
and contract mowing of the grass in the park. Although we spent 
some of this years' budget, we exceeded our goals. 

The road, while still needing work, was made accessible to 
vehicles. However, it still should not be used during inclimate 
weather. The park was not only cleared, but enlarged. The trash 
and growth were removed from the cleared waterfront and the beach 
was leveled. The ditches along the road were cleared, and 
drainage to the Bay was altered to provide sedimentation control. 
The walking trail was cleared and seeded. Split-log seats facing 
the waterfront were installed and treated. 

These efforts wee accomplished due to many contributions, 
including money, materials, volunteer labor, and the dues. In 
celebration, .the Association sponsored a community picnic. There 
was a childrens' fishing tournament and games including a parent 
vs child volleyball tournament. The park was what we hope it 
will remain, a place of pleasure and recreation, offering a sense 
of community for the members of Belmont Park Estates. 

The Park Committee's plans for 1994 and 1995 are equally 
ambitious. The plans, yet to be approved by the membership, 
include; improvement of the drainage on the south end of the 
park, clearing an additional area of 75 ft. on the north side of 
the park as a recreational area, with an additional 50 ft. of 
wooded area thinned to provide additional scenic and picnic· 
sites. 

We have budgeted for 1994 the maintenance of the road and some 
adjacent ditch improvements. We hope to have enough funds to lay 
wood chips on the walking trail. There are also plans to 
establish several eagle roosts and additional clearing of the 
park waterfront. 
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The 1994 budget proposed by the Board of Directors will be 
offered for approval at our General Membership meeting, 
7:30 pm, Mav 3, 1994. meeting at George and Nancy Arnold's. Your 
suggestions and comments are welcome. 

We are checking the Farmer's Almanac for the appropriate date to 
schedule the Spring Clean-Up and Icebreaker with a pot-luck lunch 
at the park-site. We hope to schedule a date and an alternative 
date at this Membership meeting. 

We appreciate your cooperation concerning the continued 
resolutions ~o maintain the community covenants. 

During the fall meeting the membership requested that the Board 
work with both home and land owners to find ways to remove 
vegetation obstructing homeowners view of Belmont Bay. We 
recognize this places a hardship on those wanting trees and 
shrubs, as well as landowners unable to maintain vegetation 
growth on vacant lots. We would appreciate your comments and 
suggestions as we work toward solutions to these and other 
problems. 

On behalf of the Officers and Directors, we would like to thank 
the community for their many contributions during the year. We 
thank those who suffered with us as we met, planned, reported, 
agreed, disagreeed, worked, failed, and succeeded. We are 
grateful for the support you provided as well as your patience 
and understanding.

Re: Suggestion for collection of Dues 

Date: 5 October 1993 

In order to collect annual dues from property owners the following 
recommendation is made. 

Community property should be handled as a country club. Only du 
paying members may use the facility. 

All current owners of property, starting 1 January 1994, . ar 
members in good standing. 

If a member fails to pay his/her dues then they are not permitte 
to use the facilities and are no longer members. 

Anyone who sells/transfers their property rights may transfer th 
rights to the community property if they are in good standing. 

Property owners not in good standing have no rights to th 
community property and therefore the new owner has no rights to th 
community property. 

A new owner who obtains property from an owner not in good standin 
may obtain membership by paying all back dues plus 12 percen 
interest, calculated compounded annually. 

Example: 

Assume Mr. Lear sells his property to Mr. Jones. Since Mr. Lear is 
current in his dues Mr. Jones only needs to continue the dues in 
order to enjoy the community property. 

Assume Mr. X sells his property to Mr. Jones. Since Mr. X has not 
paid his dues in the past 10 years, Mr. Jones currently has no 
priviledges to community property. If Mr. Jones would like access 
to community property then he must pay all past dues for the last 
10 years plus 12 percent compounded interest. If the dues were 
$80.00 each year for the past 10 years, Mr. Jones would owe 
approximately $1,403.90. This could be called the Membership Fee. 
After this amount is paid, Mr. Jones may pay the regular annual 
fees. 

Benefit: 

The primary benefit of this method is no lien is required on the 
property of owners not willing to pay the annual fee~ Also, non­
paying property owners attempting to sell their property would not 
be permitted to include the benefit of the bay access without 
making their payments current. Potential purchasers would 
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hopefully include the membersnip fee cost into the purchase price 
of the home. This would accomplish the same as placing a lien on 
the property. 

Interest is required because debters usually pay their least 
expensive debt off last. Debts that do not accrue intersest are 
obviously the least expensive. It is also only fair to those who 
have kept their payments current. The interest rate should be high 
enough to encourage payment but reasonable. Twelve percent is 
suggested because it is still lower than credit cards. 

Enforcement: 

Two programs must be implemented in order to enforce this fee 
payment method. 

1. On the Belmont Park Estates Sign at the entrance of the 
subdivision should be a statement such as: 

A waterside community with Potomic .River Access and Park 
Facilities Owned and Operated by Membership. 

This type of notice would key potential property investors to 
at least investigate the cost of membership. 

2. Supervision of use of the community property. It is expected 
that all members would keep an eye on the property. However, 
certain individuals could be empowered to notifty appropriate 
sources (police) should there be a problem. If for example Mr. 
Foster were this person, then if Mr. Goeller had talked to some 
people fishing on the property who were not members or guests then 
Mr. Goeller could contact Mr. Foster who could then· contact the 
police. This would mean the police would have only one contact 
person. Also, Mr. Foster could verify the problem if he felt it 
necessary. 

All members should be notified of who is and who is not a 
member. Thus, by having one contact person, this could alleviate 
problems. 

No one person should have the full responsibility of keeping 
an eye on the community property. Not everyone should be empowered 
to call the police in the name of the Association.

Gunston-Wiley Ad-hoc Committee: Belmont Bay Representative, Bob Drye. 

The President reported the committee had met in January and were continuing to 
explore the feasibility of alternative sanitary sewage systems to include a 
"cluster system" and a "pump and haul" system. The committee was optimistic 
acceptable solutions were being considered and that both communities would have 
adequate sanitation systems made available. Discussion included technical 
questions; as well as, proposed costs. 

Mount Vernon Counsel of Civic Association Planning and Zoning. Belmont Bay Civic 
Association Representative Bob Drye. It was reported that Planning and Zoning 
Activity for the Lorton area had increased substantially. 

Discussion included proposed developments in Silverbrook; The Golf and Recreation 
Center proposed in the Shirley Acres area; and Fairfax Industrial Park on 
Cinderbed Road. 

Discussion included Belmont's support of the Newington Communities objection to 
the proposed expansion of SoLite's facilities in order to operate a concrete 
batching plant, specifically the effect on traffic and the environment. 

The Committee a 1 so reported its opposition to the proposed Poh i ck Station 
Townhouse development parallel to Route 1 and Telegraph Road. The reasons cited 
included inadequate land consolidation, noting that the Commercial property 
remaining at Route 1 may be inadequate to encourage more attractive commercial 
land use. Other objections included inadequate parking; additional traffic 1 

congestion at Route 1 and Telegraph Road. 

Mt. Vernon Counsel Civic Association; Belmont Bay Representative, G. Arnold 
reporting. General discussion included the importance of community participation 
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in Counsel Subcommittee activities. It was noted that counsel recommendations 
to the County Supervisor, G. Hyland, came from the recommendations from related 
committees. 

Discussion of County activity included the District of Columbia negotiations with 
Fairfax County to pump DC Corrections Septic waste into the Lower Potomac 
Treatment Plant.

At the 1/21/91 meeting, issues we hoped would be discussed were not. Issues 
more relevant to the Belmont Park residents were shelved. When these issues 
arise in the future, I'd like my vote to be counted as follows: 

1. No to any increase in our dues to cover such projects as a tennis court. 
I am not interested"in paying for a community court. I have no interest in 
tennis and won't subsidl.ze its construction. Our taxes already pay for county 
courts and those neighbors who are tennis fans may go there, or build their 
own courts at their own expense. 

2 • No to the flo\"rer fund • I reserve tha right to choose for myself to •mom 
I shall send expressions of sympathy. 

3. No to the CB radio for Fritz, or anyone else. Why is it needed? Seems 
an odd item for the agenda. 

4. No to the new sign and shrubs. If the current sign is rotten, I would prefer 
you simply demolish what's left. I don't like looking at it. Or perhaps you 
could relocate it farther down the street, on or adjacent to the Vandenburg 
or . Medlin property. Don't bother planting new shrubs either unless you plan 
to. trim them with hand or gasoline driven tools, as you are no longer welcome 
to the use of my electr~c outlets to accomplish their trimming. 

5. Over the past year, Town & Country, WJD Associates, and Remax agents have 
contacted us regarding stolen signs. Apparently because we are the only house 
within sight of these signs, the assumption was we had taken them. Ironically, 
we are also in a position to see who has been taking the signs, and the realty 
companies have been informed that the signs were stolen off private property 
under the auspices and in the name of the BPCA, and they should contact BPCA 
regarding this matter. We do not condone trespass and larceny in anyone's name, 
especially when the onus of guilt is pointed unjustly at us. We will no longer 
cover for the BPCA in this matter. 

6. Fa:- yocr records, in 1983, the street lights at the C' •. u:-ve ~,d at our dri v::n."ay 
were placed at my written request, as were the curve and speed limits signs 
from Huff's to our curve. I heard a lot of criticism for having initiated those 
placements. The lights were offensive as they destroyed the night sky and shined 
in bedroom windows. Anyone speeding on the curve, as I was told, deserved to 
wreck and didn't deserve to have me call 911 to gain assistance. During 1984 
several attempts to remove and/or destroy the signs were made. At first I thought 
it was Lorton grits or the druggie element, but one evening I walked the woods 
when I heard chains and metal noises to find a car I recognized from the neighborh 
its occupant attempting to destroy a sign. While stealing realty signs is a 
misdemeanor, I believe destruction of state property is somewhat more serious. 
In view of my attitude and the undercurrents now present in the neighborhood, 
I no longer intend to protect the identity of anyone regardless of how well­
intentioned their efforts. I did note at the meeting that the attitude toward 
lights and surveillance is more popular than when I took the initiative to have 
them installed.

7. On 1/22/91, I contacted Fairfax County in an effort to force action next 
door. Bob called the builder to inform him we want action and to alert him 
that BPCA was considering trespass action on their own to remedy the problem. 
I alerted the county authorities that such trespass action was contemplated, 
with possible damage to our property and rights. The development co. still 
owns the land, not Town & Country, and we were informed that monies were paid 
to an excavation crew to fill in the hole. 

8. Once that hole is filled in, perhaps the BPCA can pursue efforts to have 
Lynch's pond and the Occoquan and Potomac Rivers filled in, lest deer wander 
in and drown. Without going to the expense of costly studies and tedious meetings, 
I • d like to suggest that God mercifully gave wildlife more sense than small 
children, drunks, and two-legged jackasses. Deer aren't likely to do such a 
thing in the hole next door or any other body of water, unless they • re suicidal. 

9. I would like to pursue efforts to remove myself and my property from the 
BPCA as I find you people, collectively, a very dangerous bunch. Fortunately, 
I • m not threatened, only angered, by fascists, bureaucrats, busybodies and puppets.

Please be advised that your letter of protest has been entered into the official 
record and was duly considered by the Marine Resources Commission at their 
regularly scheduled meeting on June 28, 1983. 

At that meeting the Commission reviewed slides of the site, all documents in the 
official file and evaluated testimony. After careful deliberation, the Commission 
granted app~oval of the project subject to the following conditions: 

* The riprap revetment shall be graded to a 2:1 slope (horizontal/vertical) as per 
the specifications of the Shoreline Erosion Advisory Service and the Virginia 
Institute of Marine Science. 

* The riprap encroachment shall be limited to 10 feet channelward of the mean 
high water shoreline. 

* The riprap material shall have a minimum weight of 50 pounds in order to 
withstand the wave energies at the site. 

A Marine Resources Commission permit will be issued in the near future.

In my evaluation of the 
two bids I intend to focus very strongly on the financial posture of the 
companies and the guarantees they have from their parent affiliates. In 
today's uncertain economy a venture of this size requires strong financial 
backing, and I want to be certain that the company that is awarded the 
cable franchise has the resources to carry out its commitments.

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URGENT NOTICE TO RESIDENTS OF MASON NECK

This area may soon become one of the noisiest locations in the whole 
Metropolitan area. The Council of Governments (an intergovernmental organi­
zation that sets policy for the Virginia, Maryland and D.C. region) is con­
sidering whether jets departing National Airport should be made to fly 10 
miles down river before they can turn for New York, Boston, Chicago or other 
destinations. This flight path, 5 miles longer than the current one, was 
tested last summer. COG is now considering whether to institute it on a 
permanent b~sis. 

If COG votes this into law, Mason Neck can expect 200 or more jets 
passing overhead on every day that flights are departing to the south (which 
is most days). Jet noise will start at 7:00am and will not cease until 
10:30 pm or later. There will be no relief on weekends, or even Christmas.

Many believe that the quality of life here will be seriously eroded by 
this. On Mason Neck, the noise of low-flying jets is particularly intrusive 
because the location is otherwise so quiet and because right above us pilots 
will be applying full power for their climb to altitude (regulations prohibit 
throttling up the engines within 10 miles of National). 

COG will make its decision based largely on a survey of citizen reaction 
to the test. Its staff made 2,000 telephone interviews before, during and 
after the test. Incredibly, not a single person in the Mason Neck area 
was contacted. In Virginia, the only ones interviewed were in the Mt. Vernon 
area. You can fmagine how that skewed the results against us. Thus, if 
we are to avoid 40,000 jets overhead every year, we have to take action for 
ourselves. Here is what you can do:

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VEFCO's Time of Usag~ Rate System 

Can you inagine yourself being so conscious of 
your electric consumption that you dare not take a 
bath until after 9:00 P. M., that you do your laundry 
on the ~eekends, ~hat you cook the evening meal before 
9:00A.M., or that you not let your furnace run while 
your hot water teater is on? Well, brace yoursel~. 
The time has co~e for 11,000 of us VEPCO customers, 
and it is just around the corner for the rest of you. 

·In 1977, VE?CO got permission to pilot a time of 
usage (TOU) rate system using 9,000 high usage and 
2,000 volunteer customers. Basically, the system 
charges customers more for on-peak usage than it does 
for off-peak usage. But,hidden in th~ on-peak rate 
is an on-peak demand charge that is a real killer. 
This on-peak demand charge is based on the highest 
JO minute usage during the on-peak period for the month. 
7-he. on-peak period is the 12 hour period between 9:00 
a.m. and 9:00p.m. on work days (10:00 a.m. and 10:00 
p.m. during the s~er months.) 

Here is how TOU is computed. The "time of usage" 
billing system uses five computations, i.e. a basic 
customer charge of $11.50 per month; an on-peak demand 
charge of $).16 per kilowatthour ($2.25 from October 
through r-.1ay), plus a 20.91 percent surcharge; an on­
peak energy charge of 2.J9¢ per kilowatthour; 
an off-peak energy charge of 1.50¢ per kilowatthour; 
and a fuel adjustment charge computed in the s~~e manner. 
that it is presently computed. 

Under. this system, here is v:hat could happen to a 
family who is a'.':ay the entire month, has turned off all 
electric and returns for only thirty minutes at 8:JO p.m. 
on Wednesday. They turn on several lights, start the 
refrigerator, the deepfreeze, the dishwasher, washing 
machine, clothes dryer, water heater, air conditioner, 
2 TV's, the oven and the range. Their electric usage 
would be at the rate of about 26 kilowatts and they .

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Gran~ed, this is not a very realistic situation, but it 
does illustrate what can happen and how the TOU ra~e syste. 
·..-,.orks. As rnentione.d earlier, your peak 30 minute usage is 
the key to what you :.-.'ill pay. I have worked out the peak 
period kilowatt usage rate, ~hich if exceeded, your electric 
bill will increase. 

For Example, if your September electric bill was $99-90, 
you used 2000 kilo·.·.atthours of electric. To keep your 
electric bill from going above $99.90 under TOU, the 
maximuni ra,te at which you can consume electric durir.g the 
30 minute on-peak period is 10.55 kilowatts or 10,550 
watts. If you consider that your clothes dryer uses 
about 4800 watts, your three ton air-conditioner uses 
about 5250 watts, your oven uses about ·:·7000 watts (look­
out if you have tv.ro ovens), your four electric burners 
use about 5,000 watts, your quick-recovery ·.-..ater heater 
uses about 4500 watts, your toaster uses about 1650 watts, 
your hairdryer uses 1200 watts, your self-cleaning oven 
uses 12,000 watts, it doesn't take much to exceed 10,550.

In your June 1, 1978 memorandum, you inquired about property of 
Mr. Richard·Scarborough on Bay View Drive in the Mason's Neck area. 
You specifically referred to (1)· scheduling of a rock concert or 
party, (2) VDH&T trucks carrying dirt into the area; and .{3) the 
recent visits by C & P telephone trucks. This memorandum is in 
response to that inquiry. 

COMMENT: 

1. Several weeks ago staff was informed that a possible rock 
concert/party was scheduled to be held on this property. 
Notification to the public had been accomplished by the 
property owner through leaflets distributed through 
numerous stores in the County. No permit had been obtained 
for such an event. The Zoning Administrator with the 
assistance of the County Executive and County Attorney 
requested and obtained a temporary restraining order from 
the Circuit Court to stop the .event. The ·.event was not 
held and the police were present to assure compliance with 
the Court.Order. 

This action, taken in the name of the Zoning Administrator, 
was taken in accordance with Section 15.1-491 (D) of the 
State Code in which the Administrator is authorized to act 
for the Board of Supervisors in matters of enforcing .the ·. 
Zoni~g Ordinance. The order was not contested. 

~2. VDH&T has been providing dirt for the purpose of improving 
the portion of Bay View Drive adjacent to this property and 
to correct certain drainage problems related to the erosion 
of that roadway.

DISCUSSION 

At the present time there is little the County can do to assist 
Ms. Wright and her neighbors. Belmont Park Estates is a developer default 
that must utlimately .be completed by Fairfax County. Unfortunately, Fairfax 
County is precluded from performing any maintenance on these roads until the 

·-:>Vernor has signed legislation p·assed by the 1978 session of the General 
Assemb 1 y (S-8 .253). ~ 

The Virginia Department of Highways and Transportation, in addition 
to minimum ·construction standards·, requires that streets must serve a 
public need in order to be accepted for maintenance. Public need in the 
case of a residential street means there shall be at least three residences 
per mile. The streets in this subdivision, except Belmont Boulevard, do not 
meet either·of the above requirements. 

Belmont Boulevard, (Route 601), is in the State Secondary System from 
the westerly boundary of this subdivision to its ·intersection with Belmont 
Landing Road, _approximately 2,500 feet. There are 10 residences fronting 
this 'street. · 

''\' Haislip lane, from Belrront landing Road, south to the southerly 
boundary of the subdivision, approximately 1,700 feet, serves one residence.
